Comtech M2M, headquartered in Bolton, Lancashire has also signed a contract for
an indoor version of the ‘Extral’ system with Newsquest, the major regional
newspaper publisher to maximise on queue dwell times at newsagents, helping titles
within the group to reach new captive audiences.

Units can be updated at any time from advertising sales and news rooms using the
system’s ‘Extralive’ management service, without relying on the retailers’ own IT
network infrastructure.



The screen media market has experienced huge growth over recent years, with
advertising income generated in the UK set to reach £170m by 2010 and £860m
across Europe.
